Professor Riches joined the meeting to briefly present and respond to questions concerning major revisions to
this program. She explained that the Department is proposing to reactivate a program that has been dormant
since 2002. The program will replace the joint program offered with the Université de Montréal, which will
no longer be offered jointly between the two universities.

Program revisions include: title, added required courses, required courses credit weight increased,
complementary courses added and deleted, and elective courses credit weight decreased.

Revised program approved; it will be reported to APC for approval.

(b) Chair’s Topic of Discussion: Low-Enrolment Courses — 10-SCTP-04-19

using resources that can be allocated to courses with significant enrolment. Deputy Provost Mendelson
indicated
